SEASON PLAY
Season play will begin May to end of June. Possibly July, depends on amount of teams.
EXCEPTION: IF YOUR HIGH SCHOOL IS IN PLAY OFFS
YOU MAY BEGIN PLAY WHEN YOUR SCHOOL IS FINISHED.

(a) Must register your Team District 11
(b) Roster for League play will be provided
(c) League fee for your Team is $50.00 dollars
(d) Umpires are pay at the plate
(e) Must play each Team (2) times
(f) Championship Tournament will be determined @
A later date.
(g) Players do not have to be from your High School
(h) Smaller Towns May Group Together
(i) You may play Double Headers in the same night.
EXCEPTION: THEIR MUST BE LIGHTING PER ASA RULES


AGE ELIGIBILITY RULES
To participate in High School Eligible leagues, players must
Be eligible to play in the following year on a high school team.

EXCEPTION: Each Team will be allowed to carry (3) Graduated players
Provided they are 18 years old on January 1st. of that year.









HIGH SCHOOL ELIGIBLE GIRLS DIVISION
Official team shall consist of nine (9) players to start and nine (9)
Players to complete the game. EXCEPTION :( Short Handed Rule).
*YOU MAY CARRY UP TO 20 PLAYERS ON YOUR ROSTER*

 PLAYING FIELD
(a) The infield shall be sixty (60) feet square.
(b) The distance between all bases shall be sixty (60) feet.
(c) The distance between the point of home plate and the front side of
Pitcher’s plate shall be 40 feet.
(d) The distance from home plate to second base and from first base to
Third base shall be eighty-four feet, ten inches (84’ 10”).
(e) The distance from home plate to the nearest fence or other
Obstruction on fair ground shall be 225 feet or more.
(f) The pitcher’s rubber, home plate, and bases shall be standard
Dimensions in accordance with ASA Softball Rules.

TEAM MANAGEMENT
(a) Each team shall have a coach/ manager, not more than two assistant
Coaches and one Female Team MOM 21 years of age
(b) Managers must be (21) years of age or over. 
Assistant coach’s must be (21) years or over.

 TEAM EQUIPMENT
(a) ASA approved equipment including softballs, bats, uniforms,
Gloves, bases, and pitcher and home plates will be used.
(b) T-shirts may be worn in lieu of shirts, provided the entire team is so
Dressed and the T-shirts are uniform as to color, cut, and lettering.
(c) Numbers on uniforms will be optional in local league play.
Numbers shall be required for all tournament play. Wearing of
Caps is optional, but shall be consistent for all team members for
Tournament play.
(d) Catchers must wear protective helmet with ear protection, chest
Protectors and shin guards.
*Catchers must wear protective equipment when warming up pitchers* 
(e) Helmets will be required and must have approved FACE MASK

 LENGTH OF GAME
(a) The length of the game will be seven (7) innings or 1 hour, 10
Minutes (1:10).
(B) Five (5) innings of play will be considered a complete game if play
 Is discontinued because of rain, darkness, or other causes, 
Which make further play impossible.
(c) A ten (10) run lead shall be considered a complete game after 5 innings of play.

ELIGIBILITY IN OTHER LEAGUES.
Players who are registered on a High School Eligible Teams are
NOT prohibited from playing in their local Rec. League.
 
INDIVIDUAL PLAYER REGISTRATION WITH ASA FOR INSURANCE
If a player is already registered with ASA through their local leagues this does not apply to them.
A player not already registered with ASA will need to pay a $10.00 dollar fee. This will not only register them with ASA, but will also make them eligible for the ASA insurance coverage. This coverage will be in affect until December 31st of that year. This coverage will act as a secondary to their primary insurance coverage.
